What can YOU do to help?





Practise sounds with your child when they bring them home and review the ones already taught. Make this into a game with you – who can say the sound first, find me …., I Spy using letter sounds. Follow handwriting guidance on each sound sheet to help with letter formation.





Look for numbers EVERYWHERE and discuss these with your child i.e. when shopping, looking at front doors. Similarly count everyday objects i.e. knives and forks, toys, stairs.





Share stories and other books together – a fantastic way of developing a love of books and building up a bank of new vocabulary. Make up your own version of a familiar story or consider an alternative ending. 





Encourage your child to practise writing his/ her name. Copy write at first and then begin to attempt independently. Don’t just stick to paper and pencils, use paints, pens and even water on paving slabs outside. 





Talk to your child about what they have done at school. What did they like best? What are they most proud of? Is there anything they would like to get better at?
