Maths


Data is useful for many different reasons in the real world. Businesses need to know if their product is selling and TV shows need to know if anyone is watching! You are going to collect data on something of your choice and make a graph out of it. You can use a  Pictogram, Bar Chart, Comparative Chart, Pie Chart or Line Graph. Look at the VLE task. 


Success criteria:
